We are a  friendly National Camping  Club exclusively for single people who live and camp alone.  

We also have an active policy of trying to avoid ‘cliques ‘.  As our rules try to make very clear, all activities that take place at any meet are open to every member and we all do our utmost to ensure that no one ever feels left out.

We try to arrange a full and interesting programme of meets held all over the country.  Details of these meets are published in the newsletter which will be sent to if you join.  Members may attend any meets they choose, joining/leaving where they wish, but before doing so, they should inform the host and book with the campsite.  Many of our meets are either on Camping and Caravanning Club sites or Caravan Club sites along with private sites and greenfield sites.

At the meets, we usually have a morning coffee gathering, around 10.00am and sometimes get together again around T. Time These informal gatherings are held outside if the weather is kind or under whatever cover we can find if it’s wet or cold.  The host will encourage members to talk about their plans for the day ahead and ask for any suggestions from those present.  None of the activities are compulsory but we do try hard to ensure that everyone is included in everything, if they so wish.  Most meets will include a walk¸ visit to place of interest, a meal out or trip to the local pub.  Sometimes the whole group will go out together, other times its splits into smaller groups all doing something different.  But unless you want to be on your own, you won’t be.  There will be a group doing something you would enjoy. 

We find that some members join and then never come out with us.  We have all experienced this sort of nervousness or apprehension, but most find that once they have taken the plunge, the addiction takes hold and they are out and about for most of the season.

I like you read one of these letters once and was undecided even after I had joined as to whether I should try a meet, but I am so pleased that I did, I have made some very good friends and have been able to continue camping with like minded people.
